ART 30 – FINAL DRAWING ASSIGNMENT
For your final drawing assignment, I wanted to give you an opportunity to demonstrate your technical skill, while allowing a great deal of artistic freedom for exploration and creativity.  To that end, this is a relatively open ended project in terms of both the media and elements you choose.
Your final assignment will be to explore the concepts of IDENTITY and INDIVIDUALITY through the lens of SELF-EXAMINATION.  You are open to interpret this in any way that you choose.  
-Dimensions of your final work should be no smaller than 18 x 18 (inches)
-Final work may be completed in any form of drawing media (pencil, ink, charcoal, pastel, etc) or may be a combination of.
-Other forms of media may be included (paint, collage, etc) as long as the finished work can be primarily described as a “drawing”
-Text may be included, but is not required.
-Your finished work should include a written (typed) Artist’s statement (minimum 1 paragraph) explaining what you were hoping to achieve, your creative choices, and how you elected to incorporate the key ideas (identity/individuality/self) into your work.
-Finished work should be matted (framed) or in some way presented as “ready to display.”

Use of Selected Media
Artist’s Statement
Finished Presentation
